Our
next visit is also our lunch stop; at Semeli where we'll
taste their range of fine wines from Nemea and
Mantineia. Enjoy some free time in Nafplio, one of
the most attractive towns in mainland Greece,
before we sail south along the coast of Arcadia,
letting the anchor down for a swim stop as soon as
possible. Dinner on board, paired with select wines
from the Peloponnese.

DAY 3: MONEMVASIA

known as Malmsey), so it's safe to say wine meant a
lot to the mediaeval town. Visit the vineyards with
Monemvasia Winery who are re-establishing the
island's wine fame. Lunch ashore with freetime in the
afternoon; exploration of the old town and taking a
dip in the cooling waters are recommended.
Tonight’s dinner is on board where we welcome the
Tsimbidis family of Monemvasia Winery to dine
with us.

DAY 4: MILOS

Swimming at the beaches of Milos is almost
unbeatable. Almost, but not quite: dropping anchor
at sea nearby and diving deck to water wins every
time.
